Requirements of 2nd Year Confirmation Candidates

Requirements to qualify for confirmation in May, 2012:

ALL CANDIDATES MUST…

1. fully participate in all 28 sessions, including the Session 1  Safe Environment Training.  One unexcused missed session is allowed per year but must be made up by candidate contacting small group leader and doing whatever makeup work is necessary.  Two excused missed sessions are allowed per year but also must be made up by candidate contacting their small group leader and doing whatever makeup work is necessary.  Excused absences include only (1) death of immediate family member, (2) illness with doctor’s excuse dated either the previous Friday or following Monday (day of for missed small group session), or school activity (written documentation will be required).

2. complete both the first and second year of the confirmation program.

3. attend the retreat during their first year of confirmation preparation.

4. attend the overnight retreat at Lumen Christi on January 14-15, 2012.
5. attend a “Day of Commitment” with the Bishop on March 17, 2012.
6. choose a Confirmation Sponsor (with completed “Certification” from sponsor’s pastor).  This sponsor must be able to attend with candidate the confirmation practice and confirmation celebration.

7. choose a Saint Name to be used as their confirmation name.  It would be preferable that the saint name chosen be the candidate’s Baptism name, if a saint’s name was used at that time.  .

8. attend the confirmation practice on May 26, 2012 (tentative) with sponsor.

9. be in attendance at confirmation which will take place on May 17, 2012 @ 6 p.m. with Bishop Jacobs.

10. have the necessary and required materials for each year of the confirmation program.  All books ordered will be issued on the first session day and handouts and programs at the beginning of each session.  If fees are not paid in full on August 28 (or other arrangements made), books will not be issued.  

11. conduct themselves in an appropriate manner.  Failure to do so will result in dismissal from the program or mandatory participation of at least one parent for the remainder of the program.
